Geometry ABC Book

Directions:

· Think of a geometrical term or phrase for each letter of the English alphabet. 
26 letters = 26 terms. Try to use common geometric terms, not obscure ones.  

· Define the geometric term and represent it with a picture or drawing. You may use pictures from magazines, the internet, your own drawings, or pictures from other sources. For example, you might use “angle” to represent the letter A and use pictures of architecture, flowers or plants, models in angular poses, or any object that would show an angle. You might highlight the “angles” so that anyone looking at your book would see those angles. Be creative and use your imagination! If you can’t think of a geometrical term that starts with a particular letter, then think of one that contains that letter. For example, the letter X can be found in “heXagon”, “eXterior angle”, etc. 

· The Geometry ABC Book is due by 4 PM on Friday, May 22, 2015. 

Ten points will be deducted for each school day the project is late.

· The grade on the project will count as a test grade for the 4th Quarter grading period.

· The book must have a title and author clearly stated on the front.

· It must be a hard copy no larger than 8.5” by 11”or no smaller than 5.5” by 8.5”, but it can be any shape or size within those dimensions. If you do your project on the computer, it will be up to you to get it printed.
Criteria for Grades for the Geometry ABC Book Project:

1. Completeness (30%) 

Is each letter of the alphabet represented by a different geometric term? 
Are the most common terms defined so that someone reading the book 
     would learn something about geometry?

Does it have a title page with the title and author clearly visible? 

2. Correctness (30%)

Are the definitions correct? Does it have correct spelling, grammar, and punctuation?

Is each “picture” a good representation of the term? Were the rules followed?
3. Quality, Organization and Neatness (20%)

Is space on each page used well? Is the book neatly put together? Is it easy to read?
Does the product show that the student cared about doing a good job? 

4. Creativity and Use of Color (20%)

Did the student use creativity in choosing the “pictures” that represent each term? 

Is the use of color pleasing so that it adds to the enjoyment of viewing the book?
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
